RECRUITER BOOTH 
 

When planning your Recruiting Booth, here are a few tips to remember to include with the 
information you hand out.   

 Include with the packet of information you hand the potential member you Name, address, phone and email 
addresses so they can contact you.  

o Attached by staple/paperclip a business card with your information 
o Affix a mail label on the packet with your contact information 

 Get the potential memberôs name, address, phone or email address as a way to contact them and follow up 

 Obtain your materials in ample time of your scheduled Recruiter Date 

 Contact the Department Membership Chairman when plans are finalized, if possible a Department Office or 
Membership Chairman could be in attendance to assist 

 Decorate your Booth with recruiting posters, flags, patriotic items as eye catchers; display a sign large 
enough to let everyone know you are there 

 Check state and local laws first ï maybe a drawing will attract potential members; ask a member or local 
merchant to donate a gift to raffle.  Prepare tickets with stubs that show name, address and phone number.  
Save the stubs for later contact. 

 As prospects visit your booth, inform them of the Ladies Auxiliary and VFW programs and pass out 
information literature.  Thank them for stopping by to talk with you. 

 Try to publicize you Recruiter Booth in local newspapers, church bulletins, grocery store memo boards, etc.   

 IMPORTANT to REMEMBER!  AS prospects visit the booth, have them fill out a form giving information on 
their relativeôs military service and whether they are interested in joining the Ladies Auxiliary VFW.  If they 
wish to join immediately ï Sign them Up!  If they donôt wish to join at that time, Donôt Become Discouraged.
